Gradually play faster

Adagio


Slow Tempo

Accidental (rule for)
Lasts until the end of the measure or the end of a tie or slur

Allegretto

Moderately fast tempo

Andantino

Slightly faster than Andante (walking tempo)

A Tempo

Return to the previous tempo

Breath (place to)
1. Rest




2. On the dot of a dotted rhythm




3. Between two of the same notes

Cantabile

In a singing style

Cedez


Gradually slow down
Cut Time (¢)

Same as 2 / 2 time signature

Dolce


Sweet

Enharmonics
Any two notes that are written differently, but sound the same (example: F# = Gb)

Fine


The end

Fortissimo

Play very loud

Grace Note

A quick note, usually played just before or on the beat

Half Step

The distance between any two adjacent keys on the piano

Interval

The distance between two notes

Legato


Tongue long (connected)

Loco


Same (go back to as the way it is written)

Maestoso

In a Majestic Style

Meno Mosso/Moto
A little less motion

Molto


Much

Parellel Minor
Starts on the same note as the Major Scale but has a different key signature

Pianissimo

Play very soft

Poco a poco

Little by little
Pui Mosso/Moto
A little more motion

Rallentando

Gradually Slow down

Relative Minor
Starts on a different note as the Major Scale but shares the same key signature


How do you find the Relative Minor Scale?  Go up to the 6th note of the major scale.

Rubato
Literally means “Robbed.”  Play in a way that you hold certain notes longer and other notes shorter.  

Sforzando
A Strong Accent (Sfz)

Simile
Play in a similar style as the previous marking (dynamic, articulation, etc).

Staggered Breathing 
Everyone breathe in a different spot, alternating every other measure

Subito


Suddenly

Tenuto


Slightly stressed attack ( “-“ is the symbol)

Transpose

Rewriting a melody, beginning on a different starting note

Whole Step

Two half steps (combined to make a whole)

a2 


Play together (everyone in the section plays the same part)

8va


Play one octave higher

8vb/8ba

Play one octave lower
